Its interior includes a glass roof 
looking up into one of two swimming 
pools, and it has a luxury loft-style living 
space as well as six guest cabins and 
quarters for 42 staff. 'A' was built in Kiel 
at the HDW shipyard, part of 
ThyssenKrupp Marine Systems, and cost
